BB Already/Just/Still/Yet

Already/Just/Still/Yet

Utilizamos los adverbios “already”, “just”, “still” y "yet” mas a menudo en el
presente perfecto, aunque podemaos usarlos en otros tiempos verbales. Estos
adverbios se utilizan en referencia a tiempo y su posicion dentro de la oracion
depende de cual de ellos estemos utilizando.

Already

"Already” se refiere a algo que ha pasado antes o mas pronto de lo que se
esperaba y es traducido como “ya” en esparfiol “Already” generalmente va entre el
verbo auxiliar y el verbo.

Ejemplos:

(») They have already finished their homework.(Ya han acabado sus deberes )
(*) Jacob has already left work.(Jacob ya se ha ido del trabajo.)
(*) The train has already arrived. (£l tren ya ha llegado.)



Just

“Just” se utiliza para acciones que han ocurrido hace poco tiempo y se traduce
como “acabar de” o "justo”. Al igual que con "already”, “just” va antes del verbo o
entre el auxiliar y el verbo en la frase.

Ejemplos:

() | just ate, but I'm already hungry again.(Acabo de comer pero ya tengo hambre de
nuevo.)

() Where's Jacob? He's just left.(:Donde estd Jacob? Acaba de irse.)
() Beth has just moved to New York.(Beth acaba de trasladarse a Nueva York)

Still

Usamaos “still” para acciones o acontecimientos que todavia no han ocurrido,
sobre todo cuando esperamos que ya hubieran ocurrido. Se traduce como "aun”
0 "todavia®. Es con frecuencia usado también con otros tiempos verbales, pero
“still” siempre va antes del verbo, independientemente del tiempo verbal que
utilicemos.

Ejemplos:

() | took two pills, but | still have a headache.{He tomado dos pastillas, pero todavia
tengo dolor de cabeza )
() Is Jacob still working at the hospital? (zJacob adn trabaja en el hospital?)

(*) They still haven't finished their homework.Todawvia no han acabado sus deberes.)



Yet

“Yet” es usado para algo que esperabamos gue sucediera, pero todavia no ha
pasado. Tendemos a usarlo en frases negativas e interrogativas. En frases
negativas puede ser traducido como "ain™ o “todavia”™ y en preguntas como “ya“.
En contraste con los otros adverbios de esta leccién, “yet” va al final de la frase.

Ejemplos:

() I'm really hungry. | haven't eaten yet.(Tengo mucha hambre. Todavia no he comido.]

(» Jacob hasn't left his job at the hospital yet. (Jacob todavia no se ha ido de su trabajo
en el hospital )

(») Have they finished their homework yet? (; Ya han terminado sus deberes?)
(») Has the train arrived yet?(;Ya ha llegado el tren?)

EUR For/Since/Ago

For/Since/Ago

Utilizamos “for”, "since” y “ago” para expresar una relacion al tiempo. Los
utilizamos con tiempos verbales diferentes. Usamos “for” y “since” en respuesta a
la pregunta de ";Cuanto tiempo...7.

For

“For” indica duracién o un periodo de tiempo, asi se puede traducir como

"durante” en espafiol. No se puede utilizar como "todo”, en el sentido de "todo el
dia” o "todo el tiempo”. Podemos utilizar “for*” con todos los tiempos verbales.*

() one minute (un minuto), () a few hours (unas horas),
® two weeks (dos semanas), (&) five months (cinco meses),
() 12 years (12 arios), (&) a long time (mucho tiempo)...

Ejemplos:
(*) We always run for at least one hour every day.(Siempre corremos durante al menos
una hora cada dia.)

(*) Heather will be practicing the piano for a couple of hours this afternoon.
{Heather practicard el piano durante un par de horas esta tardge.)

(®) | played tennis for years before | injured my knee. (Jugué al tenis durante afios antes
de que me lesionara [a rodilla.)

(*) They have lived in Paris for ten years. (Han vivido en Paris durante diez afios.)

(*) He has been studying English for a long time. (Hz estado estudiando inglés durante
muche tiempo.)

(*) Jane had only been working at the factory for three months when it closed.
tJane sdlo habia estado trabajando en (2 fabrica durante tres meses cuando se cerra.)



Since

“Since” se utiliza para indicar el principio de un periodo de tiempo que sigue al
presente. Como tal, puede ser traducido como “desde” en espafiol y se usa como
un punto de tiempo especifico en el pasado. Como este periodo de tiempo sigue
al presente, solemos utilizar "since*" con los tiempos perfectos.*

(*) 10 o'clock (a las 10 en punto), (+) Monday (lunes), () March (marzo),
(® 2005, (® this morning (esta marianal,
(» the beginning of the year (al principio del ario), () you called (llamaste)...

Ejemplos:

(® | have lived in Spain since April 2010.(He vivido en Espafia desde abril de 2010.)
() My brother has been sick since Friday.(Mi hermano estd enfermo desde el viernes.)

(» They have been studying English since last year. (Ellos llevan estudiando inglés
desde el affo pasado.)

(*) We have been waiting for you since 3 o'clock. (Te esperamos desde las 3.)

Ago

"Ago” se refiere a un tiempo en el pasado o un tiempo antes del actual y va al final
de la frase. Se traduce como "hace” en ESpHﬁDI ¥ 5e Usa con al paaadc simple.

Ejemplos:

(® Richard finished university three years ago. (Richard termind la universidad hace tres
arios.)

(® | called you ten minutes ago.(Te llamé hace diez minutos.)

(® She quit smoking a long_time ago.(Dejé de fumar hace mucho tiempo.)
