PRONOUNS
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· Pronouns are used to refer to a specific object or person. This means that a pronoun can replace the name of a person or an object (Noun).
· Pronouns indicates the gender, number, or persons speaking. 
 
In this lesson we will study two cases of pronouns. Subject and object pronouns. 
Let’s start!
*SUBJECT PRONOUNS*
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The subject pronouns in English are: 
I, you, he, she, it, we, they. 
· Each pronoun let us discover how many people is talking or doing the action. 
For example: 
We are playing football. ------ The pronoun “we” indicates that there are more than 2 people involved in the action. 
· We use subject pronouns as the subject of a verb. We use subject pronouns before verbs.
For Example:
I like your dress.
You are late.
He is my friend.
It is raining.
She is on holiday.
We live in England.
They come from London.
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· In the following chart you will find some examples with each subject pronoun, and some additional notes you should take into account when using subject pronouns. 
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Now, let’s learn about Object Pronouns!
*OBJECT PRONOUNS*
· The object pronouns are: 
me, you, him, her, it, us, them
· We use object pronouns to replace nouns in the object of a sentence.
· We use object pronouns after verbs and after prepositions.  See the example in the chart below. 
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· In the following chart you will find some examples with each object pronoun, and some additional notes you should take into account when using object pronouns.
