Although its capital, San José, is home to cultural institutions, such as the Pre-Columbian Gold Museum, Costa Rica is known for its beaches, volcanoes, and biodiversity. Approximately a quarter of its area corresponds to protected forests, full of fauna, such as the spider monkey and quetzals
 KENYA   encompasses savanna, lake terrain, the spectacular Great Rift Valley, and high mountain areas. It is also home to wildlife such as lions, elephants, and rhinos. Safaris take place from the capital Nairobi to the Maasai Mara Reserve, known for its annual wildebeest migrations, and Amboseli National Park, which offers views of Tanzania's 5,895-meter-high Mount Kilimanjaro
